Ten Teams Still In The Hunt For 5 Championship Titles

  Saturday was a day for impressive pitching performances. Tops on that list was Denver 
Twins pitcher DJ Franco. Franco picked up back-to-back wins in his teams quarter final and 
semi final games, throwing a total of 18 innings. He beat the Chicago Longhorns 7-2 in the 
morning game and then no-hit the Palm Springs Braves 8-1, with 9 strike outs in the semi 
final game to help his team advance into today's championship game against the Daytona 
Beach Twins. That game will be played starting at 9:45a on Tempe field # 1. 
  The top two teams will face off in the Rawlings National championship game as the  
Mexico Stars play the Tinsel Town Terror. That game will be played at 9:30a at Tempe 
Diablo Stadium. In the 18+ American Division championship game, the So Cal Snappers 
will take on the Long Island Black Sox, 1:45p also at Tempe Diablo Stadium. In the 28+ 
Wood Bat division championship game the New Port Storm will play the Lakeland Crew at 
10:00a on Tempe # 2. And in the fifth game of the day in the 18+ Federal championship 
game the Des Moines Vikings will play the San Antonio Pirates, 10:15a on Tempe # 4.

Division Winner Westside Dawgs 
Disqualified Before Playoff Game

  The World Series office took the un-
usual step of disqualifying a division 
winner from the tournament, before 
their first playoff game yesterday. The 
Westside Dawgs won the 18+ American  
division by going 4-1, in the pool play  
round. Around 8:30am on Saturday 
morning the WS office was notified that 
a player on the Dawgs had not been 
out of professional baseball the re-
quired 3 years. The manager of the 
Westside Dawgs was contacted and 
along with the player in question was

to the WS office and presented with the  
information that the WS office had received 
earlier that day. 
  After a brief conversation, the Dawgs 
manager confirmed that the player had not 
been out of professional baseball the re-
quired 3 years and he said he was not 
aware of the special WS rules concerning 
ex-professional pro players in the MABL. 
So the WS office made the decision to  
disqualify the Westside Dawgs from the 
tournament at 10:30am yesterday morning.  
  First round playoff games had already 
started earlier that morning at 10:00am so 
the option of taking the third place team and 
moving them into a bye position was not an 
option. Instead the decision was made to 
have the San Diego Cannons (who did not 
qualify for the playoffs) play the 2nd place 
team, the Long Island Black Sox at 3:00p 
and the two winners of the 10:00a games 
the So Cal Snappers and the East Bay  
Express played each other in the semi-final 
game. 
  Several 18+ American team managers 
were unhappy with the situation and were 
curious to understand why the WS office 
did not take steps earlier in the week to 
stop this from happening. The information 
about the player was sent anonymously to 
the WS office, no teams filed an official  
protest regarding any player or players on 
the Westside Dawgs, despite the fact that 
some teams in the division were either 
aware of or heard about the player. 
  The official roster submitted by the Dawgs 
to the National MSBL Office did not list any 
ex-professional players. Based on that and 
the lack of any official requests by the other 
18+ American teams, the WS staff would 
have no reason to question their roster. 
  In June of this year, the national office 
sent out the WS registration packets to all 
prospective team managers. Included in 
that packet was a description of the WS 
rules and regulations, regarding former  
major and minor league players. The only 
division that doesn’t have restrictions on ex-
professional ball players is the Rawlings 
National Division. 
  The WS office had two MABL manager 
meetings earlier this week, Tuesday night 
and Wednesday afternoon in which the 
rules packet was distributed to all managers 
which included information regarding any 
ex-professional ball players.  
  It’s probably a good idea for more than 
one person per team to look over the rules.
