It’s very likely that more than a few teams are going to end up with 4-2 or 
even a 3-3 record. More often than not, the determining factor for wildcard spots will be the 
least runs allowed. 

On 
Saturday all of the championship games will be played at the Tempe Diablo Complex. That 
evening the annual MSBL WS Awards Banquet will be held the Rustler’s Rooste, located at 
Baseline and I-10, behind the newly remodeled Arizona Grand Hotel.
